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Established by Shari and Dan Fisher in January of 2011, the Fisher Scholarship Fund 
provides need-based scholarships to undergraduate students who are residents of

and interest in pursuing a degree in a science or engineering.  

ELIGIBILITY

An undergraduate student who is a resident of Detroit or PonƟ ac, Michigan, who demonstrates high 
academic achievement, involvement in sports and the arts, and interest in pursuing a degree in a 

science or engineering, and who has fi nancial need as calculated by the Offi  ce of Financial Aid.

SELECTION

Each year, the University of Michigan’s Offi  ce of Financial Aid will review the list of Detroit and PonƟ ac 
area graduates who are admiƩ ed to the University and select the student who best meets the scholarship's 
eligibility criteria.

DEADLINES

•  Apply for fi nancial aid by submiƫ  ng both the College Scholarship Service (CSS) PROFILE applicaƟ on and 
the Free ApplicaƟ on for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). Complete these as soon as possible (preferably by 
March 1) to ensure you are considered for all scholarships.
